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1. Initial Settings





1.1 Setting up your 01WEDIT





Here's what to do:





1. If you haven't done so already, power up your 01W 





2. Press the GLOBAL button on the  01W





3. Set 01W’s GLOBAL CHANNEL setting.





4. Set Midi Filter settings:


  PROGRAM - Enabled


  AFTT - Enabled


  CONTR - Enabled


  EXCLUS - Enabled


5. Exit Global and proceed to setting up  01WEDIT





1.2 Setting up 01WEDIT MIDI interface
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1. GET button pre-loads all available midi interfaces registered in Windows Mmsystem files.


GET function will refresh all 01WEDIT midi setup port listings and will store this information in wavestat.ini file for future reference. Use this function if your computer midi setup has changed or if you running 01WEDIT for the first time.


 Normally, many of the midi applications scroll through the mmsystem files every time they load or their midi setup is called up and meantime, if another midi application is also running and using midi drivers, the Windows Error massage is displayed. 01WEDIT scrolls through the mmsystem only when you use GET button and the information about ports is recalled from wavestat.ini. This and some other 01WEDIT’s arrangements allow 01WEDIT to run along the other midi applications like sequencers etc.





2. MIDI In (External Keyboard) combo box pre-selects interface to which external midi keyboard is connected. MIDI In (External Keyboard) interface can process only  a non- sysex data (notes , pitch etc.) and it will send incoming midi data to 01W via MIDI Out port. This Feature will function properly only if  there is separate port available on the system other than the port that the 01W is connected to. MIDI In (External Keyboard) should not be set to the same Midi port as MIDI In (WS).


 


3. MIDI In (WS) combo box pre-selects interface to which 01W is connected. This interface processes only incoming 01W’s sysex data and will ignore all other midi data.


MIDI In (WS) recognizes and filters out the sysex dumps in two ways: the sysex dump byte size that has to match expected byte count of the message and 01W sysex dump message signature: the byte that specifies the kind of sysex message. If any of those two conditions are not met, the MIDI In (WS) will ignore any incomplete message and the data will not be processed by 01WEDIT.


Note: to “jump start” MIDI In (WS) interface in 01WEDIT press START and STOP and START


buttons. This should reset the drivers and empty contents of buffers and unclog the interface.





4  START button activates the midi ports marked/checked with “x” and connects those ports with 01WEDIT. Unchecked ports will stay inactive.





5 STOP button completely disconnects all Windows midi  drivers and ports from 01WEDIT.





All of the 01WEDIT midi setup settings are stored in 01WEDIT.ini located in the 01WEDIT’s directory and are updated whenever START button is clicked.





 Note: 01W Keyboards should use only one MIDI In at a time: MIDI In (WS) when performing sysex editing or MIDI In (External Keyboard) if controlling other midi modules and utilizing 01WEDIT Joystick features. There are many different Midi Interfaces and different Midi setups so it hard to predict how your system may behave. Improper selection may cause Windows mmsystem error messages to occur or make computer to go into a infinite loop. If the error messages pop up - just click them off and change the selection. If system goes into the loop - use Alt-Ctrl-Del. keys and reboot the computer.





2. Setting up 01WEDIT joystick Feature





The 01WEDIT Joystick Module is carefully designed to provide real time control of Continuous Controllers 0 - 99 (Please check your 01W documentation for more information about C. Controllers assignment). With a correct midi setup of your computer system and midi-out to midi-in loop, the changes send by controls (joystick, sliders etc.) can be also recorded by sequencer programs giving the great amount of flexibility and dynamics in creation of sound within a music composition.
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2.1 Setting up the joystick





1. RM - Right button and LM - left button of the mouse assignment of the controller is done by clicking RM or LM panels[2]. Click on any of those panels and menu [3] with 99 controllers will unfold. Scroll the list of the controllers and click the one that you want to assign


the list.  





4. Slides [4] located beside the RM and LM panel can also be used to send C.C. data as selected in C. Sets.





5. JS AUTO RESET button enables or disables resetting of the controllers to the value of ‘0’ when the mouse buttons are released from the joystick’s grid. 





6. You can select midi controller transmitting channel. This channel is independent of global channel set in 01WEDIT.





7. Bar graph display [6] shows relative note velocity played by external keyboard. Each graph corresponds to the midi channel the note is received by MIDI In (External Keyboard) interface.





2.2 Operation of Joystick








1. Joystick grid is activated by pressing JOYSTICK button or using Joystick Icon in the main window





2. C. Controller data is send by dragging the mouse  on the joystick’s grid with a right, left or both mouse buttons pressed.





3. The value of C. controllers is displayed on the top of the joystick’s grid.











3. 01WEDIT’s Computer keyboard key assignment


you can play notes using computer keyboard. -You can play up to 3-4 notes at the same time.


-Letters Q W E R T Y U I O P select the octave (transpose computer keys)


Example Q = C0, W = C1 etc.


Active keys are:


X=C


D=C#


C=D


F=D#


V=E


B=F


H=F#


N=G


J=G#


M=A


K=A#


,=B


.=C + OCTAVE





Important: This feature works in all of the Editing screen but it is being 


automatically turned off if it collides with a controls that also use computer 


keyboard input (e.g. some combo boxes). To turn it on again click/highlight


different controls like sliders, command buttons etc.





4. Troubleshooting 





4.1 Jump start of MIDI IN (WS)





 To “jump start” MIDI In (WS) interface in 01WEDIT press START and STOP and START


buttons. This should reset the drivers and empty contents of buffers and unclog the interface





4.2 Invalid File Format





If on a start up of WSEDITOR 5.0 you get Error message “ Invalid File format” check the date of MIDI1.VBX  VINDIC1.VBX and VSLIDE.VBX  should be 96
